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DIAMOND SPRINGS STATION

THIS PONY EXPRESS STATION SITE IS LOCATED ABOUT 350 FEET SOUTHWEST OF
HERE. IN SEPTEMBER OF 1860 PONY EXPRESS RIDER GEORGE "BOSTON" SCOVELL
WAS ATTACKED BY CONCEALED INDIANS AFTER CROSSING "CHOCKOP'S PASS" AND

RIDING DOWN TELEGRAPH CANYON. HIS RIDE WAS FROM RUBY VALLEY STATION
WHEN THE ATTACK OCCURRED APPROXIMATELY THREE MILES EAST OF THIS SITE.

HE AND HIS HORSE WERE BOTH HIT WITH ARROWS. THE HORSE'S NAME WAS "WHAT."
HE GOT THAT NAME DUE TO HIS QUESTION MARK TYPE BLAZE. "WHAT" CARRIED
"BOSTON" SAFELY TO THE STATION. THIS BRAVE HORSE DIED DUE TO HIS WOUNDS
FROM THE ARROWS THAT DAY AND WAS BURIED NEAR THE STATION.
